ORDINANCE 210-08

AN ORDINANCE ADDING A FEE SECTION TO THE UPPER FREEHOLD TOWNSHIP GENERAL CODE

I.
Purpose

This chapter and future amendments will eventually contain all fees to be charged by the Township of Upper Freehold and its agencies, to the extent that the Township has the power to set such fees.  In the event another level of government shall be exclusively empowered to set a fee or empowered to set a maximum fee, and there is a conflict with the fee set forth in this chapter, the fee or maximum allowable fee as determined by the other level of government shall control.  In the event the amount of a fee set forth herein shall conflict with the fee set forth in any other provision of the Code of the township of Upper Freehold, the fees in this chapter shall control.

II
Automatic Fee Increase

The fees set forth in this chapter reflect 2008 values.  Commencing with January 1, 2009 and on January 1 of each subsequent year, the fees set forth in this chapter, where applicable and where permitted by law, shall be increased an amount equal to five (5%) percent of the 2008 fee; the fee increases resulting therefrom are not to be compounded. [For example if the fee set forth herein is ten ($10.00) dollars, each January1 the fee will increase by fifty $0.50) cents so that on January 1, 2011 the fee will be eleven ($11.50) dollars].  In no event shall the automatic increase provided by this section exceed any statutorily established maximum fee.

As may be appropriate, from time to time, based upon recommendations of its Recreation Director, the Township Committee may add/amend to this Ordinance new/amended or removal of recreation programs and appropriate fees related thereto as needed by Resolution.

Recreation Registration Policy

Programs are open to all Upper Freehold Township residents. All registrations are accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis. Space is limited for some programs.  Registrations and payments, in the form of cash or check, are accepted at the Recreation Department office.  Checks should be made payable to "Upper Freehold Township."
Program Cancellation Policy for Recreation Programs

The Recreation Department reserves the right to cancel any program if there is insufficient enrollment or change any of the dates, times, locations, ages, fees or other information for any program.  All registration fees for cancelled programs will be refunded.

Refund Policy for Recreation Programs

Registrants who wish to withdraw prior to the start of a program may be issued a refund only if the Recreation Department is notified in writing at least ten (10) days prior to the starting date of the program.  A 20% administrative service charge will be imposed for all refunds granted.  No refunds will be granted after a program has started.  The summer camp program has a separate refund policy, which will be noted on pertinent registration information.  Program fees for certain programs are non-refundable.

Return Check Policy for Recreation 

A penalty fee of $25 per program will be charged for checks returned by the bank for insufficient funds. To maintain registration in the program, registrant must pay registration and penalty fee in cash. 

Use of Recreation Facilities:

WHEREAS, the Township of Upper Freehold has established Rules and Regulations by adoption of Resolutions 102-03 and 288-03 and those Rules and Regulations will remain in effect with the exception of the Section IV entitles Fees.

BE IT ORDAINED THAT 

There shall be fees charged to the Upper Freehold-Allentown Little League and Upper Freehold/Allentown Softball; the Upper Freehold-Allentown Soccer Association; the Central Redbirds Pop Warner; Travel teams and other organized groups that regularly schedule games and practices on Upper Freehold Township Recreation Fields including but not limited to those sites known as:

Byron Johnson Recreation Area


Mark Harbourt Soccer Fields


Reed Property 
All Sports Organizations using these facilities will pay Upper Freehold Township a fee based on the Number of participants registered for the subject organization at the time of use and upon execution of the required use agreement.  This new section shall take effect for each agency that takes registration after the adoption and advertisement of this ordinance.  This section of this new fee Ordinance does not apply to any association that has already registered participants for the 2008 year.

PERMITS:
1. Residents of Upper Freehold Township may apply for a Permit for a date and time to reserve a specific athletic field or court or recreational facility for individual use in accordance with the Rules and Regulations at the Upper Freehold Township Resident or Group Rate.
2. Travel Teams/Organized groups comprised of not less than 50% and not more than 80% of Upper Freehold residents shall be charged Monmouth County Resident or Group rates.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage and publication according to law.
