Your Storm Preparedness Kit  should include the following commodities and items.  When the storm hits, the supplies should be enough to last for a minimum of three (3) DAYS.  During the storm, travel restrictions may be in effect.  Be neighborly.  Neighbors should pool their resources together.
HAVE ON HAND
  1.  Prescription medications for one week  
  2.  Bottled water.  Minimum three(3) gallons per person 
  3.  Extra charcoal or propane for outside cooking
  4.  Food and ice.  Remember, no refrigeration when no electric.
  5.  First Aid Kit
  6.  Personal toiletries     
  7.  Infant care items
  8.  Pet care items
  9.  Flashlight, battery-operated radio
10.  Cash or traveler’s checks.  
11.  Store important documents in a waterproof safe, safe location
      Power outage must be reported to the power company servicing your location. Shelter for Upper Freehold residents only, will be available at the Allentown First Aid building.  If you have special needs, or on a life support system we want to know. 
     The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) is located in the township municipal building.  It will be activated when the storm comes. The telephone number is 609-758-7738 Ext 220. Cell phone number of EM Coordinator:  609-548-7191.  For life threatening emergency call 9-1-1.   
     If your dwelling or premises is damaged in any degree, it must be reported to the local Office of Emergency Management. The EM Coordinator is required to report a damage assessment to The County EOC.
